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SOCCER … THE BIGGER PICTURE





Taking your child to his or her weekly soccer practices and games often seems full enough on it’s own, but did you ever think of how your child’s participation in soccer in Ancaster fits into the larger picture?





The game of soccer has been played for over 2,000 years and is the world game supported by over 207 countries participating in the FIFA World Cup( with an accumulated television audience of over 37 billion viewers. Soccer became Canada’s number one participant sport in 1996 and Ontario’s registrants make up 45.0% of Canada’s playing population.��Soccer is played by young and old because it is fun, easy to play, promotes health and fitness and is reasonably inexpensive. The game is being played by one out of three kids and two of five players are female.





House League


The Ancaster Youth Soccer Club (AYSC) was founded in the mid 1970’s by the Optimist Club of Ancaster.  In 1982 AYSC began it’s own league play and 10 teams competed that year. In 1985 the club was incorporated and 300 kids registered to play House league that year. Since then the club has grown so that presently there are approximately 2208 players with 136 house league teams, 12 select teams and 11 representative (rep) teams. These teams span from Under 4 mixed to Under 17 boys and girls and Under 23 men’s and Women’s Open. Ancaster Thunder Select Program


For the more competitively minded players the Ancaster Select program is for ages 8 and up. Teams represent our Club in Tournaments and tryouts are held for this program. Weekly games and practices are also held. This program allows each team to play at a higher level and develop stronger while preparing for tournament play. The basic house league registration cost applies plus there is an additional cost to cover the cost of extra uniforms, apparel, tournaments and indoor training facilities. Fundraising may be required.





Ancaster Titans Representative (Rep) Program


These teams participate in the Pyramid of Play under the South Region Soccer League. Try outs for these teams begin early in the fall and continue until early March. Age categories run from U11 and up. One of the main purposes of Rep Soccer is to develop players and teams so that they can compete at the highest level of play in Ontario. The ultimate goal would be to have AYSC Titans Teams participate in the Ontario Youth Soccer League where individual player performances could be identified for future prospects for Universities, Provincial and National Team participation. Additional costs for uniforms, track suits and tournaments should be expected as well as a responsibility to find sponsors and/or fundraise.





Soccer Organizational Structure within Canada


AYSC belongs to the larger structure of Soccer in Canada. The Hamilton & District Multi-jurisdictional Club League (HDMJCL) is a newly formed league which governs "Select Soccer" in the Hamilton and District area. The "Select League" will have mini divisions for teams in the under 8, 9 and 10 age groups for boys and girls.
